IT’S A SAD FACT BUT..... 

�� One in four of the world’s people live in a state of absolute poverty, unable to 
afford basic shelter or minimum food requirements 

�� Every day 35,000 children die because they are poor 
�� 130 million children do not go to primary school because their parents cannot 

afford  
�� To send them and their governments cannot afford free education; over 70% 

of these children are girls 
�� Every day 25,000 people die from illnesses that are carried in dirty water 

world-wide, women are paid 30-40% less than men for the same jobs 
�� Every day, 8,500 children and young people are infected with HIV 
�� 50 to 60 million children between the ages of 5 and 14 years work in dangerous 

conditions 
�� Nine out of ten people killed in today’s wars are civilians; most of these are

The Right to be Happy 
This module helps us to think about 
what makes each of us happy and 
what we can do to make ourselves 
happy without hurting ourselves or 
other people. 

Make “sad and happy faces”- and say when you feel like 
this. What causes these feelings and how to change them

Teamwork is especially important 
in Girl Guiding / Girl Scouting. We 
can share skills, support and help 
all members to achieve more by 
working together than on our own.  

With a friend or in your six, making a list of what you can 
and can’t do. Compare these differences and explain what 
each of you can do to help others with what they can’t do. 
 
Attain one of the following interest badges:-

In your patrol, do a Strengths and Weaknesses, Opportunities and 
Threats (SWOT) analysis and find what you can do to help other 
members of your team to overcome their weaknesses or threats.

The Right to Learn  
We all have abilities that need to be 
developed in different ways; we 
also need to acquire life-skills to 
fulfil our potential.  

Ask your guider to help you find out what are the 
differences between “Formal”, “in-formal” and “non-
formal” education. Where does Brownies belong? 
Attain one of the following interest badges:-

In your patrol, discuss the differences in the meanings of “formal”, 
“non-formal” and “in-formal” (space needed) education and decide 
which type is Guiding.

The Right to Live in Peace 
Many of us do not live in a peaceful 
environment whether at home or in 
our community or country. This 
module will help us to recognise 
why these situations occur and how 
we can help to protect others. 

Explain the reasons why nationalities and countries 
disagree and what can be done to settle the conflicts 
among people 
Attain one of the following interest badges:- 
WAGGGS Water, Animal Lover, Safety in the Home, 
Crime Prevention, Against , corruption, Road Safety, 
community Knowledge, Conservation 

On a map, identify where there are wars and how they started.  
Telling what poses a threat to Peace. 
Attain one of the following interest badges:- 
Guide Friendship, WAGGGS Water, Friend to animal, Hong Kong 
history, Crime Prevention, Accident Prevention, Anti-corruption,
